On August27,20Al The Defroit News wrote an
article stating, "since, Detroit was under no legal
obligation to fund specific projects named in the
ballot proposals, it could change spending priorities
as it wished."

This
millage again, was for 30 years, due to expire 2034,

In November of 200gthe voters of Detroit approved
a $97 million dollar millage for recreation, the zoo
and culture facility (this included Belle Isle). This
millage again, was for 30 years, due to expire 2039.
